As Colorado’s top predator, mountain lions
play an important role in ecosystem dynamics,
helping regulate deer and elk populations. As
efficient carnivores, they occasionally pose

a threat to humans. Human-mountain lion
encounters are on the rise throughout the
west. Given the growth projections for the
Front Range, available habitat for mountain
lions will continue to shrink. Under these
conditions, can mountain lions coexist with
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lion coexistence. Presenters Don Hunter and
Caroline Krumm study mountain lions in Rocky
Mountain National Park and the Northern
Front Range. They will share what they have
learned over the past six years about mountain
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soon come to Fort Collins. Hunter and Krumm
started the Rocky Mountain Cat Conservancy
in 2008 as a hon-government non-profit
